BASS 

DARIC BENNETT


Daric comes from a family rich in music. At a very young age Daric's father strongly encouraged him to play the steel guitar. This is generally considered to be too tough of an instrument for young hands but Daric's dad knew with some hard work Daric could be successful. At age ten, Daric made the jump to electric bass, he has been playing bass ever since.


Some of Daric's bass playing idols include Jaco Pastorius, Victor Wooten and Oteil Burbridge. Jaco for his achievements as the last great jazz bassist of the twentieth century, Victor for his work not only as a musician but as a composer, arranger and producer, and finally Oteil for his work as a virtuoso bassist. All three greats have been compared to one another and Victor and Oteil have even played together. These three wonderful performers as well as many others inspire Daric to new heights and new directions in music. 


Currently Daric tours half time with the Campbell Brothers and performs regularly with Karen Clark. One of the most memorable musical experiences for Daric was playing in Nashville with Robert Randolph and the Family Band. He appeared with the group on GTV in Nashville and of course got to play an entire set.

Lessons do not run on any school schedules. School vacations do not mean that lessons are cancelled. Any holiday or vacation cancellation will be posted at The Music Store and students will be informed of those dates also.
Cancellation and Rescheduling:

24-hour notice is required for cancellation of lessons except in the case of illness or family emergency.  Any cancelled lesson is expected to be rescheduled by the student.  All requests to reschedule a lesson must be made and confirmed within 24 hours of notification. Our teachers are always willing to make themselves available during other days and times. Students will be allowed only 2 cancellations per quarter that will be credited. If starting mid-quarter, 1 cancellation for credit. If paying per attendance, only 1 cancellation per quarter will be credited.

Credit or Make-ups will not be issued for late notice, work conflicts, staying after school, no ride, no preparation or any other non-descript excuse. No refunds will be given or credits issued for permanent cancellation of lessons during a month or any pay period.

If an account balance is pending for more than 14 days the student or guardian will be contacted and the lessons will be suspended until his/her account is reconciled.

Family rate is a $1.00 per lesson discount for each student that is scheduled based on his or her payment schedule. If one student’s lesson is cancelled for whatever reason, it is expected that the other student(s) is (are) still present for their lesson. If not they will be charged for non-attendance
Active students will receive a 10% discount on all music books and sheet music beginning on their first lesson as long as their account balance is current.
